Parte B. RESUMEN DEL CV

| have developed my research in an intemational context through several visits at leading
research institutions, presenting and debating the results of my research projects with
colleagues from different disciplines at Peking University (China, 2000), the Needham
Research Institute (Cambridge, 2001), the Max-Planck Institute for the History of Science
(Berlin, 2008, 2010 and 2011), the Institute for the History of Science at the Chinese Academy
of Science (Beijing, 2013), and Columbia University (New York, 2015).

My research which | have developed within six nationally and internationally funded research
projects, focuses on questions related to the history of religions in China. First, | have
researched historical processes which contributed to the acceptation and incorporation of
Buddhist practices within the imperial ritual systemin early medieval China (2nd-7th centuries).
Parts of this research was published in a book by Cambridge University Press. Second, in a
postdoctoral project | explored the relatively new field of the relations between local religious
practices and technological innovation through a case study of a temple in Shanxi Province
dedicated to a god of salt. This research was carried outin collaboration with the Max-Planck
Institute for the History of Science in Berlin and published in a leading international journal for
the field of the History of Science and Technology. Currently, | am translating and researching
the medieval Chinese debates between Buddhist, Taoists and Confucian ritualists about the
compatibility of the foreign religion with indigenous traditions exploring the tension between
diversity and unification within Chinese religious and intellectual traditions.

| have been a founding member of the European Society for the Study of Early Medieval

China (ESSEMEC), and in 2018, organized the international conference “Early Medieval China
Workshop at the Autonomous University of Madrid” with 17 participant researchers from
11 countries, financed by the Chiang Ching-kuo Foundation for the International Scholarly
Exchange, Taiwan, with 11.920 Euro. The grant was obtained in an international competition.
| regularly present my research in international and national conferences (40 international and
national). | regularly evaluate articles for more than ten journals, international and indexed, and
| belong to the editorial board of an international journal for Chinese Studies: The Journal of
the European Association for Chinese Studies.
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| frequently lecture at Spanish universities, offer courses and lectures, and participate in
round table debates at public institutions such the Casa Asia, Confucius Institutes and Centros
Culturales.

Since the academic year 2020-2021, we offer a Master in East Asian Studies at the UAM
where | participate in the teaching of three classes and have guided the Master theses of seven
students.

Currently, | am also supervising two candidates within the doctoral programme of Ciencias
Humanas: Geografia, Antropologia y Estudios de Asia y Africa.

Since, Febuary 2023 | am the Director of the Confucius Institute of Madrid, jointly run by the
Autonomous University of Madrid and Shanghai Intemational Studies University.
